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The soloist Lance Wiseman made a great
impression at the performance of the Concerto
No. 2 in B flat major of Beethoven. This concerto,
one of the first ones of the great composer, has
apparent Mozartian influence; however, through
the dialogue between the soloist and the
orchestra, the later divine grandeur of Beethoven
appears. The soloist showed a unique clarity of
interpretation, clarity of structure and absolute
cooperation with the orchestra and the maestro.
His talent was diffused in all his performance
from the beginning to the end of the concert and
presages for him a priority in the range of the
internationally known virtuosos of the world.
